Solo and Ensemble Information 

The Indiana State School Music Association (ISSMA) sponsors a contest called Vocal Solo and Ensemble.  Solo and Ensemble 

(S&E) will be at Avon High School on Saturday, February 7, 2015. Any choir student in grades 6-12 may participate. 

At Solo and Ensemble, a student (or group singing in multiple parts) will prepare a song to sing in front of a judge. The judge will 

write a critique and other additional comments on a scoring sheet that the student will receive after the performance. Each student 

that participates will earn a medal. 

A form with more information regarding Solo and Ensemble was given to students the last week of September. 

 

Solo and Ensemble is not a required event, although it is highly encouraged. 

The cost for each solo is $13. The cost for each member of an ensemble is $7 per member. 

All money and participation forms must be turned in by Thursday, October 31 so Miss Thomas can register students. Checks can be

Should you take all  

song lyrics literally? 

One of the activities that the older choirs completed 

this month was an analysis of song lyrics. Should 

song lyrics always be taken literally? Do some song 

lyrics use symbolism and metaphors? After picking 

a song, students illustrated a literal interpretation of 

the lyrics to demonstrate that not all lyrics should be 

taken literally. Two student examples are on the 

right. 

 

First Illustration: The first student chose a choir 

piece called Happiness Runs. In the illustration, the 

student shows an actual object labeled “Happiness” 

with legs running around in a circle to correspond 

with the song lyrics “Happiness runs in a circular 

motion.” This song will be performed at the fall 

choir concert by the third period 7th/8th grade choir. 

 

Second Illustration: The second student chose Katy 

Perry’s Firework. The illustration show a baby ex-

ploding into different colorful fireworks and then 

shooting across the sky.
